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Despite improvements in our understandings of Australia's Chinese history
and heritage, there remain many aspects of the lives, culture and community
of Chinese immigrants and their descendants about which we know
frustratingly little. This can be daunting for those researching their Chinese
ancestry. What members of the Chinese Australian Family Historians of
Victoria (CAFHOV) want to demonstrate through our work is that these
challenges are not insurmountable, and you don't have to face them alone.
The first half of this book illustrates the diverse paths CAFHOV members
have travelled in order to understand more about their families. Each journey
starts with a different set of circumstances and challenges. The second half of
the book focusses on historical sources and skills which might prove valuable
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
